OneSteel's continuing its demolition of unused equipment at the pellet plant. Today huge pieces of the screening plant were pulled to the ground and will never be used again.

REPORTER:
As OneSteel continues its demolition, the plant's looking noticeably different from Hummock Hill. And if there's someone who's happy about it, it's Red Dust Action Group's chair, Ted Kittel.

TED KITTEL:
The particular part of the plant they're moving now was a great emitter of dust, red dust. And if it stayed there it still had the potential to do that and people would still be nervous that it might be used again. But no, it's being destroyed.

Well, I'm feeling great about my part, because we never, ever lobbied to damage OneSteel. We lobbied to have them improve their environmental performance and they've done that, and I congratulate them from Mark Parry downwards on that. 


They're really being very, very responsible on environmental issues now, and I think they're setting the benchmark for other companies.
